Timmins, Ontario — The Porcupine Health Unit (PHU), is pleased to
announce that in collaboration with the Emergency Services Program,
Cochrane District Social Services Board, the mobile COVID-19 Vaccine
Clinics will be visiting smaller communities throughout the PHU area.
These mobile clinics will help people who want a COVID-19 vaccine to
get one. Anyone aged 12 years of age and older are encouraged to attend
the drop-in clinics to get vaccinated. The vaccine which will be
administered is Pfizer.

“Offering mobile clinics across the region and in smaller communities
are an important step in ensuring all community members across the
region can access this opportunity for protection against COVID-19.”
states Dr. Lianne Catton, Medical Office of Health (MOH) for the
Porcupine Health Unit.

Please note that these clinics are not available for individuals who are
waiting for their second doses. The PHU is working to ensure that
everyone receives their second dose when they are due. Individuals who
are eligible for a second dose before four months will be advised on how
to book their appointment.
